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Early Years Pupil Premium (EYPP) 
Westminster Nursery currently has 11 pupils receiving EYPP (at a rate of £1 per pupil , per hour from April 2025). This term we have received 12 weeks of EYPP funding totaling £2340. Our nursery chooses how the EYPP is spent after reviewing the individual needs of each child, to develop each child’s potential and ensure they are prepared for their next steps in learning. 
	Evaluation and Impact July 2025
The focus has been on prime areas with all pupils who have a gap in their knowledge and skills. When we felt prime areas were on track, we included additional support in specific areas including reading and maths.
How EYPP has been spent:

· Speech and Language – children have been supported with delivery of individual SALT plans and also the delivery of WELLCOMM activities/assessments. This has benefited those with delayed language development whilst also offering time to extend vocabulary for those with more confidence. The vocabulary booster group and listening and attention group have supported some pupils who receive EYPP. 
· Managing self – supporting children with managing their own clothing, toilet training and confidence building exercises.
· Self-regulation support to manage and express own emotions in an appropriate way and direct teaching and modelling of turn taking in play situations 
· Listening and attention – small group activities aimed to develop listening skills and responding to instructions using phase 1 phonics games. 
· Fine motor skills – activities arranged to develop pincer grip, developing gross motor down to fine motor skills
· Story/reading skills/phonics – development of book language and story telling skills. Additional phonics support in small groups as needed.
· Maths – Counting reinforcement with 1:1 correspondence, teaching mathematical language development for shape, size and numerical patterns.
· Attendance monitoring and family support as needed. 
IMPACT

· Communication and Language 
Older cohort  (school leavers 2025): 5/7 pupils are at age related expectations. Three pupils receive speech support via Speech therapy or SEN support plans.  

Younger cohort (school leavers 2026): 3/4 are currently at age related and one pupil has been referred for speech therapy and is currently waiting for assessment.  
· Personal Social and Emotional
Older cohort  (school leavers 2025): 4/7 pupils are at age related expectations.  Two pupils have SEN support plans involving targets based around social skills and turn taking. One pupil is receiving support during toilet training.  
Younger cohort (school leavers 2026) : 3/4 are currently at age related. One pupil is receiving support through the social skills support group.   
· Physical Development 
Older cohort  (school leavers 2025): 7/7 pupils are at age related expectations 

Younger cohort (school leavers 2026) : 4/4 are currently at age related.  

· Literacy (older group only) 5/7 of this group show age related understanding of books in and are able to write letters from their own names using a pencil with some control. 
· Maths (older group only) 7/7  of the group are at age related expectations for Number being able to count and compare amounts accurately. 
· 4 children have attended speech and language therapy.

· 7 children have English as an additional language.

· 7 pupils are transitioning into Reception this September while 4 pupils remain at nursery.
