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Early Years Pupil Premium (EYPP) 
Three and four year olds attending Westminster Nursery School will be able to get Early Years Pupil Premium funding if they meet at least one of the following criteria:

· their family gets 1 of the following:

· Income Support
· income-based Jobseeker's Allowance
· income-related Employment and Support Allowance
· support under part VI of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999
· the guaranteed element of State Pension Credit
· Child Tax Credit (provided they're not also entitled to Working Tax Credit and have an annual gross income of no more than £16,190)

· Working Tax Credit run-on, which is paid for 4 weeks after they stop qualifying for Working Tax Credit

· Universal Credit
· they have been looked after for 1 day or more

· they have been adopted from care

· they have left care under a special guardianship order or residence order

Since April 2022 Children with entitlement are awarded £0.60 per hour additional funding. This equates to £108 per EYPP eligible pupil over this term. Previously it was paid at 53p per hour.
It is for each individual school to decide how the Pupil Premium is spent, since they are best placed to assess what additional provision should be made for the individual pupils within their responsibility. However, schools are to be held accountable for how they have used the additional funding to support pupils from low-income families.
Westminster nursery chooses how the EYPP is spent after reviewing the individual needs of each child, in order to develop each child’s potential to the maximum.
	2021-22     Autumn Term
In 2021-22 there are currently 8 children eligible for EYPP. This equates to £333.90 per pupil for the whole of the school year. The money is to be spent as per the following table, and impact will be monitored through data and well-being. For this term it equates to £111.30 per pupil.
Spring Term 2022
We currently have 7 eligible children.
This equates to 95.40 per child for this term. (£667.80) The money is to be spent as per the following table and the impact monitored in the relevant areas for each child.
Summer Term 2022

We currently have 11 eligible children.

This equates to a total of £1188 in total. The money is to be spent as per the table below and the impact monitored in the relevant areas for each child.


	Evaluation and Impact July 2022
During 2021-2022 we began with 8 children, this dropped to 7 children in spring with one child moving away and then increased to 11 pupils during the summer term.

The focus has been on prime areas with 2 of the EYPP pupils also having some additional support in specific areas including reading and maths.
How EYPP has been spent:

· Speech and Language – children have been supported with delivery of individual SALT plans and also the delivery of WELCOMM activities/assessments. This has benefited those with delayed language development whilst also offering time to extend vocabulary for those with more confidence.
· Managing self – supporting children with managing their own clothing, toilet training and confidence building exercises.
· Listening and attention – small group activities aimed to develop listening skills and responding to instructions.
· Fine motor skills – activities arranged to develop pincer grip, developing gross motor down to fine motor skills
· Story/reading skills/phonics – development of book language and story telling skills. Additional phonics support in small groups as needed.
· Maths – Mathematical language development for shape and numerical patterns.
IMPACT

The new EYFS curriculum has wider bands for age expected and within these the children have all made progress to diminish the difference from their often very low starting points.

· 45% of the children are at age expected in Communication and Language. All children have made progress within the band but not all have achieved age expected. 
· 53% of the children are at age expected level in Personal Social and Emotional. All children have made progress with the highest level being in the Managing Self section at 60%.
· 60% of the children are at age expected level in Physical Development with 70% in Gross Motor Skills. 
· 2 children with complex needs have made progress working on their own targets.
· 2 further children are attending speech and language therapy.

· 7 children have English as an additional language.
